SUMARY

The main theme of discussion in the current undergraduate dissertation is the understanding of
magic in ancient Egyptian society as well as the employment of magical practices, the means and
the objects that were used during magical rituals, the practitioners of these rituals and how
magical rites were implemented by the ancient Egyptians in dealing with foreign enemies. In the
first part of this dissertation an attempt will be made to define the terms used in the vocabulary of
magical practices and the way that the Egyptians used them in their everyday life and these terms
evolved as time passed by. Magic in ancient Egypt had it’s roots in the contact of the human
nature with divine or supernatural powers with the aim of exploiting them to the benefit of the
humans in order to deal with various unforeseen situations in their everyday life. The most
common of these situations which will be dealt with followingly have to do mainly with
illnesses, scorpion and snake bites, protection during childbirth and threats which could possibly
be posed by enemies both alive and dead as well as evil spirits or even demons. In addition, apart
from the power of the written spell special emphasis will be placed on the materials and objects
used in magical rituals. Specifically protective wands and magical amulets were either used to
protect or ward off evil and commonly the names of enemies were inscribed on images of
captive bonded figurines or written on red clay pots which were then broken, thus ensuring the
destruction of the enemy. A significant part of this dissertation will deal with the connection of
magic to religion and medicine. Especially in the field of medicine written spells would usually
accompany the process of treatement and in cases where an illness was beyond treatment the
practioner would often employ solely magical practices in order to treat the patient. In the end an
attempt will be made to establish a connection between the use of magic in order to deal with
foreign people that posed a threat to Egypt.
