Abstract

The Republic of Yemen, as one of the poorest states in the Middle East, of special
geopolitical importance, has been and continues to be subjected to external interventions by
powerful regional and international actors. Saudi Arabia in particular, with the help of local
governments, uses all kinds of economic, diplomatic and even military means to influence the
internal politics of the neighbouring state and to safeguard its interests and security.

However, after the 2011 uprising in Yemen turned into a proxy war, Saudi Arabia has
also been militarily involved in Yemen since 2015, with the help of other Arab states such as
Egypt. The aim of this involvement was to restore to power President Hadi, who is friendly to
Riyadh, and to defeat Yemen's Shia Houthi minority, whose movement is believed to be
supported by Iran.

Through Houthis limited support, Tehran manages not only to expand its regional
ground, but at the same time to put even more pressure on its opponents at relatively little cost.
On the contrary, Saudi Arabia is trapped in a costly war that cannot seem to win, especially
now that its Arab allies in the Yemeni invasion have withdrawn from the field.

Although, and up until the outbreak of the Russo-Ukrainian war in February 2022, all
peace efforts have failed, the sudden resignation of the country's interim president in April
2022, which should be seen in the context of the general political shifts taking place in the
Middle East, potentially creates new political realities that could lead to a possible resolution

of the Yemeni crisis.
